	All staff, children, parents and carers are now following the latest Governments Guidelines on ‘living with Covid’, which came into effect on 1 April. 
As of 1st April 2022 
On Monday 25 April when we return to Jellytots we will be; 
Keeping up with ventilation, reinforcement of good hygiene practices and continue with a frequent cleaning regime.

The guidance sets out the following guidance in relation to children:
1 Children and staff with mild symptoms such as a runny nose, sore throat, or mild cough, who are otherwise well, can continue to attend Jellytots

2 Children and staff who are unwell and have a high temperature should stay at home and where possible avoid contact with other people. They can return to Jellytots when they no longer have a high temperature, and they are well enough.
3 If a child or staff member has a positive COVID-19 test result they should try to stay at home and where

possible avoid contact with other people for 3 days after the day they took the test. 
The risk of passing the infection on to others is much lower after 3 days if they feel well and do not have a high temperature.
4 Children and staff who live with someone who has a positive COVID-19 test result should continue

to attend as normal.
The setting will seek Local Public Health advice we have a higher than previously experienced and/or rapidly increasing number of staff and children absences due to acute respiratory infections

	Children will continue to sanitize their hands-on arrival (and frequently during the session) Before and after eating, after coughing or sneezing.
Children can bring in items and comforters from home along with their own clearly labelled snack and drinks. Comforters are ok  
Jellytots has a designated staff-cleaning rota for the toilet areas
Toys/resources/surfaces and outdoor equipment will continued to be sanitised and at the end of each session, with particular focus on frequently touched surfaces.  
Playdough and dressing up clothes will continue to be rotated frequently so that there is a time lapse in between use. 

Outdoor climbing equipment will be used and children will be reminded to wash their hands when returning to the mobile.
The Wooden Playhouse will be open and the doors held back so that it is well ventilated and will give more room inside.  
The mobile rooms will be kept ventilated with back door and windows open whenever possible. 
A new CO2 monitor is are now in the room to enable staff to identify areas where ventilation needs to be improved and provide reassurance that existing ventilation measures are working. Helping balance the need for good ventilation with keeping the room warm.
